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TEAM REGISTRATION:  All teams are required to submit a completed registraƟon form (found on 
www.mountainpitch.com under the registraƟon tab) and a make a payment (see below) to apply for 
parƟcipaƟon in Mountain Pitch at LiƩle Mountain Sportsplex.  Teams will be accepted on a first pay, first 
play basis. 

 

TEAM REGISTRATION FEES: Team registraƟon is $3,400.00 all inclusive.  This includes 32 regular season 
games, three (3) tournaments, and a play-off weekend, all umpires, and facility fees.  Payment plans are 
available as follows: 

First installment: Due at registraƟon, $1,200.00. 
Second installment: Due on or before May 1, 2024 ($1,200.00) 
Third installment: Due on or before June 1, 2023 ($1,000.00) 
* All teams must have a $50.00 performance bond in good standing. 
* Payments can be made via interac etransfer to: slopitch@liƩlemtnsports.com 
* A late fee of $25.00 will be charged for any payments past the due date(s). 

 

PLAYER REGISTRATION/ROSTERS: All team reps will be assigned to their SPN registered teams in the SPN 
Member RegistraƟon System no later than April 15, 2024.  Once they are entered and have the 
administraƟon privileges of their team, they must enter/add all their players to their team.  All players 
must have completed registraƟon before parƟcipaƟng at LiƩle Mountain Sportsplex. 

 

PLAY-OFF ELIGIBILITY:  A player must have parƟcipated in a minimum of ten (10) regular season games 
following the compleƟon of their SPN player registraƟon.

PARTICIPANT/GUEST CONDUCT: All parƟcipants and guests of Mountain Pitch at LiƩle Mountain 
Sportsplex are expected to be respecƞul and show posiƟve sportsmanship to all parƟes. 

PROFANITY – Despite where it is directed, profanity is unacceptable and will not be tolerated. 

UMPIRE ABUSE – Zero tolerance for any form of abuse against umpires.  All umpire decisions are final. 

THREATS – Any threats issues towards any opposing players, umpires, league, or facility officials will lead 
to ejecƟon and/or further disciplinary acƟon. 

DRESS CODE – Uniforms are opƟonal, but highly recommended.  Dress appropriately for a family-friendly 
environment.  Any parƟcipants or guests wearing apparel or equipment deemed dangerous or offensive 
may be asked to be removed or covered.  
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GAME FORMAT:  All games are six (6) innings in length.  Each team will play a double-header (2 games), 
back-to-back against the opposiƟon as listed on the schedule. 

GAME 1 will start at 6:15pm.  In the event of a Ɵe aŌer six (6) innings of play, GAME 1 will conclude as a 
Ɵe.   

GAME 2 will start shortly aŌer the conclusion of GAME 1.  In the event of a Ɵe aŌer six (6) innings of play, 
GAME 2 will enter extra innings to determine the winner.  InternaƟonal rule in effect. 

 

MAX RUNS PER INNING:  A maximum of seven (7) runs will be allowed per inning.  The last inning will be 
open (no run limit).  If there is a 17+ run differenƟal before the last inning, the team that is losing will 
receive an unlimited inning, only to get within the mercy rule (9 run deficit).  This may only occur in the 
4th and/or 5th inning, as the 6th (last) inning will always remain unlimited. 

 

MERCY RULE:  A twelve (12) run mercy rule is in effect aŌer four (4) innings of play.  A ten (10) run mercy 
rule is in effect aŌer five (5) innings of play.   

 

TOURNAMENT FORMAT:  All teams are invited to parƟcipate in three (3) league exclusive tournaments.  
All regular season rules will apply.  Divisions will be created at the discreƟon of league officials.  A 
minimum of three (3) games will be guaranteed per team.  Teams are required to register for these 
tournaments no later than the Monday before the tournament weekend to qualify. 

 

PLAY-OFF FORMAT:  All teams make the play-offs.  All regular season rules will apply.  Divisions will be 
created at the discreƟon of league officials.  A minimum of three (3) games will be guaranteed per team.   

 

FORFEITS/CANCELLATIONS:  A forfeit (less than 24 hour noƟce provided) occurs when a team does not 
have a minimum of eight (8) players, including one (1) female as of game start Ɵme.  Teams will receive a 
10 minute grace period for GAME 1 in all regular season games.  If GAME 1 has been forfeited, an 
addiƟonal 10 minute grace period will be provided for GAME 2.  Any game not played due to a forfeit will 
result in a $60.00 fine/game ($120.00/double header).  A cancellaƟon (greater than 24 hour noƟce 
provided) occurs when a team chooses to opt-out of a regular season game by providing noƟce greater 
than 24 hours in advance.  NoƟce must be provided to: slopitch@liƩlemtnsports.com 

 

MAKEUP GAMES:  Any games cancelled due to weather (or any other “act of god”) will not be re-
scheduled for play.  In lieu of weather-related make-up games in 2024, we have added mulƟple league 
exclusive tournaments so teams may prepare to play pre-scheduled weekends with purpose. 
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Mountain Pitch at LiƩle Mountain Sportsplex operated in accordance with the SPN Rulebook, with the 
excepƟons of the below league specific rules: 

 

COURTESY RUNNERS – A team may use a maximum of five (5) courtesy runners per game.  Males for 
males, females for females. 

COMMITMENT LINE – No player may be tagged out between the commitment and scoring line. 

HOME RUN MAX – A team may only hit a maximum of three (3) “over the fence” homeruns.  Any 
addiƟonal homeruns will result in an “out”.  Baserunners will not advance on addiƟonal “over the fence” 
homeruns. 

BALLS – The only balls allowed for play will be the 11” and 12” Worth Hot Dot.  Each team is to supply 
one (1) playable 11” Worth Hot Dot and one (1) playable 12” Worth Hot Dot at “ground rules” prior to 
the start of the game.  Males will only hit the 12” ball.  Females will only hit the 11” ball. 

FIELD EQUIPMENT – Bases, pitching markers, and strike mats/home plates are provided, set-up, and 
maintained by LiƩle Mountain Sportsplex. 

 

League execuƟves reserve the right to revise any/all the above rules at their discreƟon and as they see 
fit.  If an addiƟon, deleƟon, or alteraƟon is required, all team reps will be noƟfied immediately via 
email.

•  No outside food or beverage are allowed.  This includes, but is not limited to alcohol, fast 
food, and picnic-style lunches.  Any teams (or guests of) found disobeying this rule will be 
subject to a minimum $200.00 fine and/or suspension.  Outside alcohol will be confiscated. 
 

•  No coolers are allowed.  Personal water boƩles (preferably clear) are welcome; however, 
they are subject to inspecƟon upon request.  Refusal may result in fines and/or suspension.   
 

•  As per LGCA policy, no open alcohol is allowed outside licensed areas.    Any teams (or 
guests of) found disobeying this rule will be subject to a minimum $200.00 fine and/or 
suspension.
