Key Points to Remember about Diamond Usage

1.
All games and practices must be scheduled through Cindy Fehr for Rookie Ball up to Bantam Boys or Monica Ginter for all Girls ball.  Failure to do so may result in diamond space being allocated to another group.

2.
All groups using diamonds must submit an updated contact list before April 30th.

3.
Schedule for payment of Ball Diamond Fees

All billings for ball diamond use will be based on the schedule as booked by users and approved by the Recreation Director.

Leagues with a split season (such as a spring season and a summer season) will be billed with due dates as follows:

· 1st billing will be due on May 31st.

· 2nd billing will be due within 30 days of the start of the second season.

All other leagues/teams will be billed with a due date of May 31st.

All accounts will be reconciled at the end of the particular group’s season for final settlement of the account, which will then be due in 15 days.

Failure to pay the appropriate fees by the due date, may result in a 10% penalty charge and a possible loss of ball diamond time.

4.
Groups shall submit all practice and game schedules to the Recreation Office for booking.  This is to ensure that all diamond space is used effectively.  Priority of diamonds will be maintained up to 7 days in advance after which other groups are free to book.

5.
If groups are unable to effectively utilize their allocated diamond space they shall immediately inform the Recreation Office.

6.
Groups that book diamonds or are allocated diamonds should make effective use of them.  If they do no they may lose their priority on the diamond.

7.
Groups booking diamonds and not using them will be billed for their usage.  Groups must inform the Recreation Office 7 days in advance of cancellation of diamond time.

8.
Organizations are not able to change booking on their own without first informing the Recreation Office.
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9.
Groups are encouraged to submit a list of special events ASAP so that they are not in conflict with other activities.

10.
All home plates and pitching rubbers shall not be moved or adjusted by the diamond user.
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
