The following infractions/penalties are cumulative, beginning with the student=s participation in athletics.
FIRST OFFENSE

Suspension for 23% of the regular scason*. The student will be expected to attend all meetings and practices

during the suspension.  The student must complete 5 hours in a substance abuse program at parent’s expense (o

substitute for 10 hours of service. This must be completed AND PROOF OF COMPLETION MUST BE

PROVIDED TO THE Athletic Director before the athlete may return to competition.

SECOND OFFENSE

Suspension for 50% of the regular season*. The student will be expected to attend all meetings and practices
during the suspension. The student must complete 10 hours in a substance abuse program or 10 hours with a
substance abuse counselor at parent’s expense. This must be completed and proof of completion must be
provided to the Athletic Director before the athlete may return to competition.

THIRD OFFENSE

The student will be excluded from participation in athletics for 12 calendar months. Before the student may be
reinstated, the athlete must request a conference with the head coach(es), Athletic Director, and parent/guardian,

*Regular season is defined as any event in which the contest score is kept.
