Spring Hill Baseball Fall Instructional
Mission Statement
	The goal of the Spring Hill College Fall Instructional is to give aspiring high school players the opportunity to enhance their knowledge of the game by learning from a collegiate coaching staff.  The Spring Hill College coaching staff will provide instruction and corrections during games played throughout the fall season.  The league will also provide high school players with the necessary repetitions to stay sharp in the offseason while giving them the opportunity to showcase their talents in front of college coaches on a collegiate field. 
League Format
	The Spring Hill Baseball Fall Instructional will be open to junior varsity and varsity high school baseball players only.  Players who were not members of either team for their high school in 2013 must provide a written recommendation from their respective high school coaches.  All players participating in Varsity football will NOT be allowed to participate in the Spring Hill Fall Instructional.  
	The fall instructional will consist of 4-6 teams and range from 12-14 players on each team.  Roster spots for the fall league will be capped and if the desired number is exceeded at registration then the evaluation workout will serve as a league tryout.  The teams will play on Monday, Wednesday and alternating Sundays at historic Stan Galle Field on the campus of Spring Hill College.  The current goal of league administration is to play 14-16 games.  Rainouts however will not be made up due to time constraints and field availability.  
	Prior to team selections the players will undergo a day of skills evaluation in order to divide the teams appropriately.  This date will be determined upon the conclusion of summer vacation.  ALL INFORMATION REGARDING THE LEAGUE CAN BE FOUND AT WWW.BALLCHARTS.COM/SHBASEBALL
Equipment 
	The Spring Hill Fall Instructional is a wood bat league; therefore players will not be allowed to use aluminum bats. Wooden bats will NOT be provided by the league.  League fees will include the facility use, field maintenance, instructors, umpires, baseballs, helmets, and uniform tops.  Each player will wear his high school hat with the league provided jersey.  Each player is responsible for the remainder of his baseball equipment.  
Fees
	League fees are $200 for those players participating in just the league and $300 for participants who will also be attending the collegiate showcase, sponsored by Spring Hill College, in November.  The collegiate showcase will have representatives from numerous colleges and universities across the south.  College coaches will be provided with background information on each player as well as contact information for each player and his high school coach.     
Registration
	Registration for the league begins immediately and will run until September 3rd.  Registration can be done by mailing a check payable to Spring Hill College Baseball at 4000 Dauphin Street, Mobile AL 36608.  There will be onsite registration but it will take place on September 3rd, 6:00 p.m. at Spring Hill College baseball field.  
Insurance
	All participants will be required to sign a waiver stating that Spring Hill College, CAB Solutions LLC, and the league’s staff will not be responsible or liable for any bodily harm or injury during the league.  
	Insurance cards must be provided prior to participating in the league.
Game Restrictions
	In accordance with the AHSAA rules, no more than 5 players from the same high school will be assigned to the same team.  Pitchers, catchers, 2B, and SS’s will be kept together as best as possible within the AHSAA 50% rule.   
The games may be paused at any moment by the coaching staff to provide on field instruction in critical learning situations. Counts and outs may also be accelerated (1-1, 2-1) at the league manager’s discretion if he feels it is vital in providing situational instruction.  Teams will bat through the roster and if a player is deemed a P.O. (pitcher only) he will not be required to bat.
No player will be allowed to throw more than three innings or 50 pitches in one game.  Any pitcher who throws more than 25 pitches in an inning will be done for that game.  Any team short players (pitchers especially) will be allowed to pick up a player from another team, while remaining in accordance with the AHSAA 5 player rule.
All games will have a 1:45 minute time limit.  All players will be required to arrive 30 minutes before game time to stretch and toss before games. 
PLAYERS WILL HUSTLE AND LISTEN AT ALL TIMES.  Remember, you are playing in front of collegiate coaches from Spring Hill College and other invited universities.  RESPECT FOR THE GAME WILL ALWAYS BE THE PLAYER’S TOP PRIORITY.    
REMINDERS:
	-Rainouts will not be made up due to field availability and time constraints 
	- All players and parents are expected to conduct themselves in an orderly manner as they will be representing the league and their high schools.  Any player or parent deemed unmanageable by the league director may be excused from the instructional and fees will NOT be refunded.  Unmanageable behavior includes but is not limited to: Excessive foul language, arguing with umpires, arguing with coaches, fighting other league members, mistreatment of equipment, and use of tobacco products.   
	- Insurance cards must be provided upon participating in the league
	- ANY PLAYER MISSING A GAME FOR ANY REASON MUST CONTACT COACH BOUCHE IMMEDIATELY.  FREQUENT ABSENCES WITHOUT NOTIFICATION WILL RESULT IN THE REMOVAL OF THE PLAYER FROM THE INSTRUCTIONAL WITHOUT REFUND.
