Volunteering:

Because the Jr. Raiders are a volunteer organization, our success is dependent on getting our families to volunteer for activities which are needed for our season.  Volunteer activities include Coaching, Team Parent, working concession stand, game day set-up, chain gang, game announcer, spotter for announcer, and game day clean up. When is the season?
Practice will start the week of August 6th with equipment hand out most likely scheduled for August 1st or 2nd.
